BUNKER SURCHARGE INCREASE 
 
August 26, 2009 
 
Due to the recent rise in fuel prices, Bernuth Lines, hereby announces an 
increase in the Bunker Surcharge effective September 13, 2009. Upcoming 
Bunker Increase was originally scheduled for August 9, 2009.  However, 
due to the bunker having a slight increase during this time, we decided to 
postpone this increase at that time. 
 
Bernuth will continue to monitor current trends in the price of fuel and adjust the 
surcharge if necessary.  This increase will be in effect for the following ports: 
 

Southbound and Northbound Services between the United States and the Caribbean 
destinations of:  Anguilla, Barbados, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Montserrat, 
Nevis, St. Kitts, St. Lucia, St. Maarten, St. Vincent, Suriname and Trinidad.
